                 Shut Down Procedures

External Mix

Shut-Down:

DAILY:

1. When you have completed using your system for the day, remove the front cap and the tip components from the front of the gun.  See Picture.
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2. Clean these parts with solvent and place them into a container of solvent until they are needed the following day.

3. Clean the outside of your gun using a paintbrush or clean rag with solvent. DO NOT completely submerge the gun into a container of solvent.

4. Always hang the gun when not in use with its face pointing downward so that in the unlikely event of a leak, any materials would drain away from the gun head.  In order to insure proper safety measures, be sure to hang the gun over a suitable container to prevent any materials from spilling on the floor.

5. Disconnect your main air supply hose from the unit.
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6. DO NOT relieve your catalyst and resin pressures.  The pressure remaining on the system will allow you to have a quick start-up the following day.





7. Clean the outside of your system.  If you have gotten any over-spray on your unit, this is the best time to remove it.  If you do not remove over-spray on a regular basis, not only will your unit become very sticky to the touch, but the moving components on the system may become sluggish or not work at all.

Shut-Down:

OVER A WEEKEND/HOLIDAY:


Follow the Shut-Down Procedures that are listed above except that the catalyst pressure should be relieved.  This will insure that if there is a seal failure over the weekend or holiday, the opportunity for a spill is greatly reduced.


Open the ball valve so the handle points downward.  This will relieve your catalyst pressure and fluid back into the catalyst reservoir.

Shut-Down:

LONG TERM:

Follow ALL of the Shut-Down procedures listed above.  

To make your system further prepared for storage or long term shut down, you must also now relieve your resin pressure.  As shown in the figure, make certain that all of the above steps have been taken, then CAREFULLY open the resin relief valve which is underneath of the resin filter assembly. DO NOT fully open this ball valve but CAREFULLY crack it open and slowly allow your material and material pressure to relieve into a suitable container.

After you have removed all fluids and pressures, your entire system should be purged with solvent and then fill the entire system with Phoenix Storage Fluid (Part #PSF-5).

To remove the most material from your system, it is recommended that you flush the system with solvent and then fill it again with storage fluid through the gun, not the material relief.  This will allow your material hoses to have fluid in them during storage instead of being left to dry out.
